Hal Mclntosh, the group’s founder and
conductor, and his wife, Linda, led the 12-day
tour of five Italian cities where they performed in
ancient churches. Counting family and friends of
the singers, the entourage numbered 108. “This is
the culmination of five years of dreaming,” Hal
says.

The vocal program presented in Venice,
Rimini, Florence, Siena and Rome included
American hymns, spirituals and other sacred
